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The toponym Tucson comes from the indigenous Tohono 

O'odham language, Cuk Ṣon, which means "spring at the base of 

the black mountain" — a reference to Sentinel Peak 

(A Mountain). It is known as "The Old Pueblo" and "Optics 

Valley," due to its contribution to optical sciences and 

astronomy (the Kitt Peak National Observatory).

We are celebrating Halloween early, on October 18th, in Lincoln Park in Tucson, at 

Pantano and Lincoln (the intersection). Tucson is the second-largest city in Arizona.

It is located in the heart of the Sonoran Desert, about 100 km north 

of the border with Mexico. It is surrounded by five mountain ranges, 

including the Santa Catalina Mountains.
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It was the first American city designated as a UNESCO "City of 

Gastronomy" (in 2015). 

The local food blends 4,000-year-old flavors of native 

ingredients (such as tepary beans and chiltepin pepper) with 

Mexican influences, resulting in an incredible 

culinary scene.

Tucson boasts an incredible number of sunny days per year — between 300 and 350! 

Winters are mild, but summers are intense, hot, and dry.

The prestigious University of Arizona is headquartered here, a major research 

and education center that adds a vibrant, student-focused energy to the city.
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Nearby is the Arizona-Sonora Desert Museum. It is not just a museum, but a unique 

combination of a zoo, a botanical garden, and a natural history museum, dedicated to the 

fauna and flora of the Sonoran Desert.

Tucson is a place with a strong personality, blending Mexican 

and Amerindian history with a spectacular natural landscape.

Halloween is being celebrated, in advance.

Guitar music, children are jumping for joy.
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Halloween is one of the oldest holidays in the world, celebrated every year on October 

31st, the eve of the Christian holiday "All Saints' Day" (All Hallows' Day). 

The holiday has its roots in a mix of traditions:

People wore masks and frightening costumes to disguise themselves as evil 

spirits, thus avoiding being recognized or harmed by spirits.

The oldest root comes from the Celtic Samhain, which 

meant "end of summer." It was a pagan festival that marked 

the end of the harvest season and the beginning of the dark 

winter. The Celts believed that on the night of Samhain, the 

boundary between the world of the living and the world of 

the dead became blurred, allowing spirits to return to Earth.
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In the 8th century, the Catholic Church established November 1st as All Saints' Day 

(or All Hallows' Day).

The holiday gradually evolved into its modern form, 

focused on community and entertainment.

The evening before this day, October 31st, became known 

as All Hallows' Eve (the Eve of All Saints), which is where 

the name Halloween comes from.

The customs spread to the United States in the 19th century, 

along with the wave of Irish immigrants who brought 

the Samhain traditions with them.
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Trick-or-Treating (Prank or Sweets) is the best-known custom, especially in North 

America. Costumed children go from door to door and say "Trick or Treat?".

In America, the pumpkin replaced the turnip, being larger and easier to carve.

The custom originates from a medieval practice called 

"souling," where beggars received food in exchange for the 

promise to pray for the souls of the deceased family members.

Jack-o'-Lanterns (Carved Pumpkins) were initially carved 

from turnips in Ireland and Scotland.

The lanterns were used as a means of defense against 

evil spirits or represented wandering souls 

(a famous legend is that of Stingy Jack).
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This year, it was an even greater joy to celebrate Halloween with family, alongside 

our granddaughter, Briana.

Her cheerful laughter and her big eyes, full of wonder, were the true essence 

of the holiday, a simple and pure joy that makes every effort worthwhile.

With carved pumpkins, sparkling lights, and spectacular 

costumes, the park took on a festive, cheerful, and not at all 

frightening atmosphere.

Briana's adorable costume and the contagious enthusiasm 

she showed when the candy hunt began transformed an old 

tradition into a precious memory.
